REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS FOR PERSONAL SERVICE CONTRACT

This document constitutes a Request for Proposals for Personal Service Contract from qualified individuals and organizations to furnish those services as described herein for the State Board of Podiatry.

I.  DESCRIPTION  OF SERVICES REQUIRED

The State Board of Podiatry is required by statute to conduct hearings in response to complaints filed by interested parties against podiatrists licensed by the board.  The State Board of Podiatry consists of four podiatrists and one consumer advocate chosen by the Governor.  If one member of the Board acts as investigator, he/she must disqualify themself from future board actions concerning the complaint.  Since the board is so small, services of a qualified medical investigator are required to obtain the facts of the complaint so that all the members of the Board may remain impartial until the facts are presented.  The Board will then decide from the presentation of the facts whether there is sufficient basis to proceed under the law and order a hearing.

II. INFORMATION AND DATA REQUIRED OF EACH OFFEROR

Offerors should submit a signed proposal to the State Board of Podiatry that specifies the following:

1.  Name and location of principal place of business and any branch offices, if applicable

2.  Name, address and phone of individual who is to be the principal contact with the State Board of Podiatry.

3.  Previous experience with medical investigations.

4.  Previous experience preparing facts for the Attorney General Office.

5.  Resume including educational qualifications, previous work assignments, references from other state agencies he/she has worked for, personal references

5.  Pricing proposal to include price per hour for services rendered. 

III. 
Relative importance of particular qualifications

After determining that a proposal satisfies the above qualifications, the Board president or designee, will evaluate the proposal based on the following subjective evaluation factors:


1. Previous experience as an medical investigator



40%


2. Qualifications and expertise





30%


3. Location and availability






30%

The Board reserves the right to conduct discussions with any offeror who has submitted a proposal to determine the offeror's qualifications for further consideration.  Discussions shall not disclose any information derived from proposals submitted by other offerors.

After determining the best proposal received, The Board may negotiate a fair and reasonable fixed hourly compensation rate based on the pricing submitted in the offeror's proposal. The Board reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  

IV.  GENERAL INFORMATION

Multiple personal service contracts may be awarded as a result of this Request for Proposals in order to provide adequate service coverage statewide.  Additionally, Contracts awarded will be for the period of one fiscal year and will contain no guarentee of a specific case load or amount of work.

Offerors are advised that any personal service contract resulting from this Request for Propoaals for Personal Service Contract must comply with all applicable provisions of KRS 45A and KRS 12.120 prior to becoming effective.

The State Board of Podiatry reserves the right to cancel this Request for Proposals at any time for any reason.
