Commonwealth of Kentucky -- DNS Request
Local Government ky.gov Condition of Use Agreement
This completed document, in conjunction with the DNS Request Form (http://dns.ky.gov) shall serve as the official request for inclusion in the ky.gov domain by local government jurisdictions (cities, counties, Area Development Districts, public libraries, special districts and others as applicable). This signed document shall serve as a binding agreement by the local government entity that any and all public content associated with the use of the requested domain name complies with the following:

1. No Advertisements: A .gov domain may not be used to advertise for private individuals, firms, or corporations, or imply in any manner that the government endorses or favors any specific commercial product, commodity, or service. (Federal Policy)
2. Link Change Notification: When a link on a .gov domain makes the user leave a .gov Web site, a notification or screen (i.e., a splash message) should alert users that they are leaving the official .gov page. (Federal Policy)
3. No Campaign Information: No campaigning can be done with .gov domains. The .gov Web sites may not be directly linked to or refer to Web sites created or operated by a campaign or any campaign entity or committee. Separate Web sites and e-mail on other top-level domains (TLDs), such as .org, will have to be used to disseminate campaign information. (Federal Policy)
4. Kentucky Enterprise Standard 7010 (Internet Domain Naming Conventions) as it specifically relates to local government.
5. Kentucky Enterprise Standard 7020 ( Internet/World Wide Web Design and Publishing ) relative to the following:

· Banner Ads: The placement of banner ads and Web site advertising are prohibited.


· Privacy Statement -- (example: http://more.kentucky.gov/privacy.asp)

· Disability Statement -- A link that says "Individuals with Disabilities" that links to this or a similar statement:

· Accommodations for Individuals with Disabilities 
The [agency] provides, upon request, reasonable accommodations including auxiliary aids and services necessary to afford an individual with a disability an equal opportunity to participate in all services, programs and activities.  To request materials in an alternative format, contact (person's name with link to e-mail address).  Persons with hearing-and speech-impairments can contact the agency by using the Kentucky Relay Service, a toll-free telecommunication device for the deaf (TDD).  For voice to TDD, call 1/800-648-6057.  For TDD to voice, call 1/800-648-6056.

Accessibility Compliance--If current website is not compliant per federal requirements (Section 508 of the Federal Workforce Investment Act of 1988) and state statute (KRS 61.982) it is strongly recommended that the site be brought into compliance as soon as possible.

Page Footer --the footer area of the page should contain a link for feedback, a privacy statement, a link disclaimer statement, the "Individuals with Disabilities" statement, and a last update/generated date. If appropriate, a link to a parallel text-only site, a copyright statement and an "About this page" statement may be added along with any logo indicating accessibility compliance or code validation.
